As the name suggests, HorseHage High Fibre is also an excellent fibre source that is a great
choice for competition horses being fed high levels of concentrates.

Although made from the same ryegrass mix of grasses as HorseHage Ryegrass, it is cut at a later
stage of growth which results in the low protein and high fibre levels. With a pleasant, sweet

aroma, this dust-free forage is deep gold in colour with a coarse texture compared to HorseHage
